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• During the 2008 legislative session the Legislature  
appropriated over $3.7 billion to support public education, 
approximately a $440 million increase over 2007.

•  In the last five years education funding has increased over 
$1.3 billion and Utah invested almost $4billion aggregate new 
money in public education during the same time. 

• Since 2000, total education funding has increased over 73%

•Annual Teacher compensation has increased over $4200 the 
last two years and teachers received $1,000 one-time bonus.

• $10 million appropiation for reimbursement for teacher  
expenditures in the classroom.

• Invested almost $1 billion in class size reduction over the last 
10 years.
